We continually monitor the quality of
our services and seek feedback from our stakeholders. One of the areas that we quickly identified needing some
improvement, was in our Day Services program.

We continue to serve more individuals in this program, which has caused us to run out of space in the Day Services room.
We decided to create an opportunity to better serve our clients by developing a plan and being flexible in our traditional model.
We hope by being creative and developing three different service models, we will empower the people we serve (and their
guardians) to envision which model would best serve their outcomes! We believe in providing choices for the people we serve,
empowering themtolive their lives their way! As we are often heard saying at Ascend, “Let's make it the best day ever!”

Generations - Day Service Explore - DayService LINKED - Day Service

Generations is for individuals

who may be retired, close to retiring
or whose outcomes would best be
served in a more traditional setting.
Generations will continue to be
served in the current Day Services
Room. We have a full kitchen set up
in this room for healthy cooking and
some daily living skills training. Full
and half day openings!

Explore is for individuals who may
not wish to work, or who want a blend
between work and social activities.
Explore is a blend of community and
facility-based services. They receive
services in a variety of settings and will
spend 50-60% of their day in the
community. Ascend added a full
kitchen to provide healthy cooking and
daily living skills to this group.
Typically serve six individuals to one
staff person. Full and half day

openings!

LINKED is for individuals whose
outcomes would best be met by
receiving 100% of their services
through community-based activities
and volunteering experiences.
Typically serve 4 individuals to one
staff person. Full day and half day
openings!

Youth Summer Program is in Full Swing and Full of Adventure

Our summer youth program is off
to a great start. Our clients have
been participating in themed
activities that have kept them busy.

The first week of services, they
participated in team building
games, hosted a lemonade stand,
and went frisbee golfing. The
second week, they were epic
explorers in our community, going
on cave tours, building their own
birdhouses, and making rockets.
